40,000 lose their lives annually; the same numbehat die from breast cancer.

Jerry Lewis and Evil Knievel both suffer from pulrmasy fibrosis while Marlon Brando,
James Doohan, Mary Jane Russell, Bill Bright, Kejtiand Laurence Rockefeller lost

their battles with this debilitating disease.
